The Gwangdae aims to create works of art that are suited
for modern tastes while incorporating traditional elements such
as talchum, pungmul (folk percussion ensemble) and namsadang
nori (all-male vagabond clown theatre).

Works by The Gwangdae have won public acclaim at home
and make frequent appearances at major festivals and arts centers.
The troupe is also gradually finding its niche in overseas markets,
where it hopes to communicate with a wider global audience.

Jinjo Crew is a leading Korean b-boy group that has won
numerous titles in international contests. The group is thus far the only
one to achieve sweeping victory in five major world b-boy contests (as
of 2012), the first time that a b-boy grand slam has been achieved in
40 years of b-boy history.

In addition, in 2014, the group won the ministerial prize from
the Ministry of Culture, Sports and Tourism at the 2014 Korea Hiphop
Award and serves as honorary ambassador of Bucheon city. Jinjo
Crew is also an honorary ambassador for the prevention of child
abuse.

Through the successful hosting of the 2016 BBIC, Jinjo Crew
has proven its planning and operational capacities. By developing
street dances and complex contents in various genres, it has
contributed to the popularization and development of the street dance
genre.

The Lion Dance belongs to the Bongsan Mask Dance
tradition, which originates in Bongsan (a city in Hwanghae
province). A lion descends from above to punish villains. Dancing to
the traditional gutgeori rhythm, the lion plays tricks and sometimes
even approaches the audience as if to threaten them. Adding
theatrical elements to the original Lion Dance results in the creation
of a fresh piece of performance art.

The kkwaeng-gwa-ri (small gong) is an instrument made
of brass that has a loud and sharp sound. It is round in shape and
has a diameter of about 20 centimeters.

The jang-gu is an instrument which is slim in the middle
and is covered in leather on both ends. It was imported from Song
China during the Goryeo Dynasty and was used for playing Tang
music in the royal court.

The indoor stage version of the much larger outdoor
entertainment form called pungmul, Samul nori was born in 1978
by four pungmul performers, including Kim Duk-soo, who is one of
Korea’s best-known performers of the genre.

It employs a variety of rhythmic patterns from lento to allegro
which are arranged according to the principles of tension and
relaxation.
